Psalm 68:1-4

2 As smoke is driven away, so drive them away: as
wax melteth before the fire, so let the wicked
perish at the presence of God.
3 But let the righteous be glad; let them rejoice
before God: yea, let them exceedingly rejoice.
4 Sing unto God, sing praises to his name: extol
him that rideth upon the heavens by his name
JAH, and rejoice before him.

“But, how many months or years the work of setting in order
his own Melchizedec Household will consume I know not. It
will take time. The Lord is never in a hurry. He is always
deliberate and dignified. If He pleased, He could flash
everything into order; and all his enemies into destruction.
But He has not acted in this way in the past; and it is clear
from the word that He does not intend to act flashingly in the
future.
